INTRODUCERE

Aparitia presei fin limba
romana se leaga de numele lui
|ON HELIADE - RADULESCU (Curi-
erul romédnesc - 8.1V.1829), GHEO-
RGHE ASACHI (Albina roma-
neascd - 1V1.1829) si GEQRGE
BARITIU (Gazeta de Transilvania -
12.111.1836) (Fig. 1). Odata cu dez-
voltarea presei, in cele trei pro-
vincii romanesti s-a pus problema
inlesnirii transportului acesteia,
atat in Romania (dupa infap- tuirea
actului Unirii), cat si peste Carpati,
in Transilvania. Astfel, Regulamen-
tul postal nr. 1728 din 5 dec. 1864
(in aplicare de la 1.1.1865)
prevedea pentru transportul zia-
relor prin posta folosirea de ban-
derole. incepand cu aceas-td data,
pe respectivele banderole s-au
aplicat marci adezive: Cuza 2
PARALE, 1865 (Mi #11), Carol cu
favoriti 2 PARALE, 1866/1867 (Mi
#14) si 2 BANI 1868 (Mi #17), iar
pentru trimiteri externe - 5 BANI,
1869 (Mi #21), 1871 (Mi #26) .

Tn Romania, prima marca pos-
tald cu destinatie speciala pentru
ziare este binecunoscuta ,PORTO
GAZETE!” din seria ,,Cap de Bour”
- emisiunea a doua, in circulatie
intre 1 noiembrie 1858 - 1 mai
1862. Descrierea sa pe scurt este
urmatoarea: capul de bour si
goarna sunt redate intr-un
dreptunghi cu colturile rotunjite,
text PORTO GAZETEI cu litere
latine, moneda PAR (Parale) cu
litere chirilice, iar valoarea nomi-
nald 5 cifra arabd; hartie azurata,
albd sau galbuie, nedantelat. Se
cunosc doud tipuri:

- tipul 1:5 PAR cadrul intreg,
marcile au fost tiparite la , Atelia
Timbrului” din lasi, cu cerneald
neagrd, in perioada octombrie
1858 - noiembrie 1861; au circulat
intre 1 noiembrie 1858 si 1 mai
1862 (Mi #5);

- tipul 2: 5 PAR cadrul spart,
marcile au fost tiparite in 1862 la
Bucuresti (in Atelierul adus de la

mai fost puse in circulatie. Pe
latura inferioard apare o ciuntitura
sub litera A.din PAR, proprie numai
acestui tip (Mi #5ly).

Cea mai spectaculoasd fran-
care cu marca postald adeziva

5 PAR PORTO GAZETEI 1858 este
faimosul ziar, considerat cel mai
scump din lume, ,ZIMBRULU S|
VULTURULU™, francat cu douad
straifuri - unul cu trei, celalalt cu
cinci marci postale, ziar care a
putut fi admirat si la Expozitia
Filatelica Mondiala EFIRO o
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2008 de la.Bucuresti (Fig. 2).
Aceastd piesa s-a vandut la  lici-
tatia casei David Feldman SA din 3
decembrie 2006 cu suma de
700.000 €, la care s-a adaugat
comisionul casei de licitatie
(18,5%) si TVA (7,6%), adica un
total de 829.500 €.

In machetarea autorului, in
anul 2003, Posta Romana a pus
in circulatie un plic intreg postal
la implinirea a 145 de ani de la
aparitia acestui ziar (Fig. 3). Un
alt ziar, francat insa doar cu o sin-
gurd marca PORTO GAZETEI, este
,Predicatorul” din februarie
1859, ziar expus in cadrul colec-
tiilor filatelice din Muzeul ju-
detean de istorie si arheologie
Prahova (Fig. 4).

Inscriptia PORTO GAZETEI mai
figureaza pe un cliseu de forma ro-
tunda (Fig. 5) cu valoarea de 10 P
(prescurtarea cuvantului Parale),
pe care apare bourul cu o stea in
cinci colturi intre coarne; pregatit
pentru tipar, nu a mai fost utilizat,
intre timp taxele de expediere prin
posta a ziarelor reducandu-se la 5
Bani. Cliseul a fost descoperit la
,Fabrica de Timbre” in anul 1944,

Catre sfarsitul anului 1932, la
20 noiembrie, pentru a aniversa
75 de ani de la aparitia marcilor
postale Cap de Bour, Posta
Romana pune in circulatie o emi-
siune compusa din sapte valori,
nedantelate, pe hartie cu filigran
Xl CC, la care prima valoare, 25
BANI (taxa postald a zilei pentru
transportul ziarelor) are ca desen
Capul de Bour de pe marca PORTO
GAZETEI de 5 PAR din 1858, in in-
terior stanga/dreapta apar anii
1858 si 1933 (Mi #450). Dintre
emisiunile aparute in lume, desti-
nate francarii ziarelor, cea mai
spectaculoasd este seria de trei
valori SUA din 1865 (Fig. 6). Mar-
cile postale se disting prin formatul
neobisnuit de mare (51 x 95 mm)
si coloritul viu (albastru inchis, al-
bastru-verde, orange-rosu), da-
toritd faptului ca se aplicau pe
pachetele cu ziare si trebuiau sa fie
usor vizibile (au circulat pana in
anul 1869, dupa care s-au aplicat
exclusiv in registrul de expedieri).

tiparirea si punerea in circulatie
a unor banderole cu marci tipar-
itd avand valoarea de 1% BANI.
Romania se inscrie astfel printre
primele tari din lume care pune
in circulatie asemenea banderole
dupd SUA (X1.1857), Germania
(1858), Anglia, Franta. Aparitia
atat de timpurie a acestor bande-
role - nu trecusera decat 12 ani
de la punerea in circulatie a pri-
melor marci postale romanesti,
celebrele Cap de Bour - confera o
importanta deosebita acestora,
semnalatd printre primii de catre
reputatul cercetator si colec-
tionar Dumitru Passalega®!: ,Dat
fiind cd perioada clasica a mar-
cilor romanesti este socotita a fi

noastrd). Continuand ideea de
mai sus, regretatul cercetator ing.
Mihail Popovici®¥ considera ca
banderolele cu marca tiparita
pentru ziare, puse in circulatie ul-
terior a-nului 1872, pot fi in-

cadrate, la randul lor, astfel:

- perioadei postclasice (1872-
1900) - banderolele puse in circu-
latie Tn anii 1893 (emisiunea a
3-a), 1894 (emisiunea a 4-a), 1896
(emisiunea a 5-a) si 1899 (emisi-
unea a 6-a);

- perioadei moderne (1900-
1927) - banderolele puse in circu-
latie in anii 1901 (emisiunea a 7-a),
1905 (emisiunea a 8-a) si 1909
(emisiunea a 9-a, ultima).

Trebuie precizat cd, in prezentul
studiu, dimensiunile indicate (in
mm) pentru diversele emisiuni au
la baza piesele din colectia perso-
nala. Toate cele noua emisiuni au
beneficiat, fara exceptie, de tiraje
repetate; respectivele dimensiuni
privind amplasarea in partea
stangd a ansamblului linii de sepa-
ratie plus marca postald variaza de
la tiraj la tiraj, mergand pana la
pozitionarea respectivului ansam-
blu in partea dreaptd (vezi emisi-
unea a 5-a, 1896). Deoarece
cercetdtori de frunte ai istoriei
postale romanesti - precum av. Du-
mitru Passalega, ing. Kiriac Dra-
gomir, ing.

) fn Moldova anului 1858
ziarul era cunoscut ca o publi-
catie unionistd, iar valoarea
unui abonament era de trei gal-
beni. Coincidenta a facut ca
acest exemplar sa fie primul
dintr-un teanc de ziare expedi-
ate la Galati. Pentru ca pachetul
respectiv cantdrea foarte mult,
s-a aplicat pe primul ziar o fran-
caturd grea.

Dar cum s-a ajuns ca acest
ziar sa existe si astazi? Aici apar
legendele, povestile cu negus-
tori si filatelisti inrditi.

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Wrappers for newspapers and periodicals (1870-1909

INTRODUCTION

The upcomming of the Ro-
manian written press is re-
Iased to ION HELIADE-
RADULESCU (Curierul roma-
nesc - 8.1V.1829), GHEORGHE
ASACHI (Albina roméneascad -
1.VI.1829) and GEORGE BARI-
TIU (Gazeta de Transilvania -
12.1i1.1836) (Fig. 1). In the
same age with the develop-
ment of the press in all three
Romanian provinces the
problem appears to be the
facilitation of its transport,
in Romania (after the Union
was made) and over Car-
pathians, in Transylvania.
So, the Postal Regulation
no. 1728 of December 5%,
1864 (into force from Janu-
ary 1%, 1865) stipulated for
the transport by post of
the newspapers the use of
banderoles. From this
date, adhesive postage
stamps were applied on
these banderoles: Cuza 2
PARALE, 1865 (Mi #11),
Carol with whiskers 2
PARALE, 1866/1867 (Mi
#14) and 2 BANI 1868 (Mi
#17), and for international
dispatches - 5 BANI, 1869
(Mi #21), 1871 (Mi #26).

In Romania, the first Ro-
manian postage stamp ha-
ving specified end-use for
newspapers is the well
known ,PORTO-GAZETEI”
from the second issue
,Bull-Head’, into circulatior
between November 1%,
1858 and May 1%, 1862. Its

short description is: the
Bull Head and the post bugle are
in a rectangle with rounded cor-
ners, the text PORTO GAZETEI in
Latin characters, the coin PAR
(Parale) in Cyrillic and the face
value 5 Arabic figure: azure, whi-
te or yellowish paper, imperfo-
rated. Two types are known:

- Type 1: full-frame 5 PAR, the
stamps were printed at ,Atelia
Timbrului” in lasi, in black ink, be

tween October 1858 and Novem-
ber 1861 and postal used be-
tween November 1%, 1858 and
May 1%, 1862 (Mi #5);

- Type 2: broken frame 5 PAR,
the stamps were printed in 1862
at Bucharest (in the atelier
brought in December 1861 from
lasi to Bucharest), in grey-black
ink. They were not put into postal
use. On the bottom line there is

a pinch under the big letter A
from PAR, characteristic only to
this type (Mi #5ly).

The most spectacular franking
with the adhesive postage stamp
of 5 PAR PORTO GAZETEI 1858 is
the famous newspaper, known as
the most expensive newspaper in
the world ,ZIMBRULU SI VULTU-
RULU” Y, franked by two >hrh
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strips - one with three, other
with five stamps, newspaper
which have been admired at
EFIRO 2008 World Philatelic Ex-
hibition from Bucharest (Fig. 2).
This philatelic item was sold at
David Feldman SA auction house
on December 37, 2006 for
€700,000, added with the com-
mission of the auction house
(18.5%) and VAT (7.5%), total
amount € 829,500.

In the author’s design, the
Romanian Post put into use a
postal stationery cover to cele-
brate the 145th anniversary of
this newspaper (Fig. 3). Another
newspaper, franked also with
only one PORTO GAZETEI stamp,
is ,Predicatorul” (,The Prea-
cher”) from February 1859,
newspaper exhibited in the phil-
atelic collection of The Prahova
Districtual Museum of History
and Archaeology (Fig. 4).

The text PORTO GAZETEI ap-
pears also on a cliché of round
shape (Fig. 5) with the value of
10 P (abbreviation from Parale),
where could be seen the bull
with a star of five corners be-
tween the horns; it was prepared
for printing, but it was not used,
in the meantime being reduced
to 5 Bani the expedition fees for
the post delivery of the newspa-
pers. The cliché was found at the
,Stamp Factory” in 1944.

To the end of 1932, in Novem-
ber 20th, to celebrate 75 years
from the issue of the Bull Head
stamps, the Romanian Post put
into use a stamps issue of seven
values, imperforated, on paper
with watermark XllIl CC, the first
value, that of 25 BANI (the postal
tax of the day for the transport of
the newspapers) having as design
the Bull Head from the stamp
PORTO GAZETEI of 5 PAR from
1858, inside left/right there are
the years 1858 and 1933
(Mi#450). From the issues of the
world, designed for the transport
of the newspapers, the most
spectacular is the series of three
values USA of 1865 (Fig. 6). The
postage stamps are distinguished
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by their unusual big size (51 x 95
mm) and alight colors (dark blue,
blue-green, red-orange), this be-
cause they had to be affixed on
parcels of newspapers and they
had to be visible (they circulated
until 1869, afterwards being ap-
plied only in dispatches register).

Reducing the postal tax from
2 Bani to 1% Bani, the Decree of
October 1870 decides, for the
franking of the newspapers sent
by their administrations, the
printing and the putting into cir-
culation of some wrappers (ban-
deroles with printed stamp)
having the value of 1% BANL.
Thus, Romania is among the first
countries in the world which is-
sued such banderoles/wrappers,
after USA (Nov. 1857), Germany
(1858), England, France. This
early apparition of these ban-
deroles - only after 12 years from
the issuing of the first Romanian
postage stamps, the famous ,,Bull
Head” - gives them a special im-
portance, noted among the first
ones by the famous researcher
and collector Dumitru Passa-
legal®: ,Due to the fact that the
classical period of the Romanian
postage stamps is considered to
be 1858-1872, we must consider
that the banderoles with en-
graved ? stamps for periodicals
of the years 1870 and 1871 be-
long to the classical philatelic pe-
riod of the Romanian postage
stamps” (our underline). Continu-
ing the idea mentioned above,
the late researcher eng. Mihail
Popovici” considered that the
banderoles with printed stamp
for the newspapers, put into cir-
culation after the year 1872, be-
long as follows:

- to the postclassical period
(1872-1900) - the wrappers put
into postal use in 1893 (the 3"
issue), 1894 (the 4*" issue), 1896
(the 5" issue)and 1899 (the 6™
issue);

- to the modern period (1900-
1927) - the wrappers put into
postal use in 1901 (the 7" issue),
1905 (the 8t issue) and 1909 (the
9™ issue, the last one).

We need to mention that in
this study, the previously men-
tioned dimensions (in mm) for
the different issues had as refe-
rence the items from my own
collection. All nine issues had,
without exception, repeated edi-
tions; the respective dimensions
regarding the placement on the
left side of the design lines of
separation plus the postage
stamp varies from one edition to
another, going until the place-
ment of the design in the right
side (see the 5" issue, 1896). Be-
cause famous researchers of the
Romanian pos-tal history, as the
barrister Dumitru Passalega,
eng. Kiriac Dragomir, eng. Mihail
Popovici, dr. Pompiliu Voiculet-
Lemeny etc., presented detailed
articles in Filatelia and Roman-
ian postal studies magazines
about the historical conditions
and the documents of the epoch
which were at the background of
the use of the banderoles for
newspapers with printed stamp
(not engraved), we will not insist
on it, preferring the detailed
pres-entation - having my own
collection as reference - of the 9
issues (according to the classifi-
cation of Kiriac Dragomir?)) is-
sued by the Romanian Post
during the period 1870-1909.

9 In Moldavia of the 1858 year this news-
paper was known as an unionist one, and
the value of a subscription was three gold.
The coincidence made this copy to be the
first one in a pile of newspapers sent from
lasi to Galati. Because the package weighed
a lot, they applied a hard franking on the
first copy of the pile.

But how it came to this newspaper
there today? There are legends and stories
of merchants and hardcore philatelists.
They say that once reached the addressee,
the newspaper was sold for a few parale
to a collecting stamps bookseller. Among
the known later owners we mention
Schwarz (1896), Kohler (1928), Maurice
Burrus (who sold it in 1962 at the Balasse
auction) and Roberto Tomasini (the owner
of the famous newspaper between 1962
to 1969), which he exposed it to the World
Philatelic Exhibition in Sofia since 1969, re-
ceiving the great prize after which, in the
same vyear, he sold it to a person whose
name has not been made public?, 11,

2 Inlaid term is used, among the first, by
P. Murnea. Dr. P. Voiculet-Lemeny settles
this misuse of the term for postage stamps.
The stamps/postage stamps were printed

in this case directly on the banderoles for
newspapers - wrappers (heads-up).

EMISIUNEA I-a -
15 octombrie 1870

Prima banderola pentru ziare
a fost pusa in circulatie in data de
3/15 octombrie 1870, in urma cu

Desenul prezinta efigia Regelui
Carol I, cu barba, privind spre
stanga (Fig. 9), tiparita in negativ
pe un disc care are 13 perle in ex-
terior, in semicerc, in partea supe-
rioard, iar in partea inferioara - 12
perle. Intre cele doua semicercuri
cu perle se afl3, in fata efigiei, cu-
vantul POSTA, iar in spate (la ceafd)
cuvantul ROMANA, totul incadrat
intr-un cerc. Valoarea nominala
1% apare inscriptionatd la colturile
superioare, denumirea BANI
lipsind. Restul suprafetei este com-
pletat cu linii serpuite la negativ

aproape perfect (laturile orizontale
au 19,5 mm, iar cele verticale - 19
mm), fiind delimitat de o linie fina.

I1). Pe banderolele prezentate in
Fig. 8a+b nu se semnaleaza liniile
de separatie, in schimb, acestea
apar pe celelalte exemplare pre-
zentate (Fig. 7 - banderola intreagd
necirculatd si Fig. 10 - fragmente
din banderole circulate). Dupa
plasamentul acestora, se confirma
partial constatarile lui Dumitru
Passalega si, in totalitate, cele ale
lui Kiriak Dragomir, respectiv plasa-
mentul in partea stangd si lun-
gimea de 100 mm, nedepasind
marca®). Cercetdnd o piesa din
colectia Dan N. Dobrescu (Fig. 11)
se poate observa existenta liniei de
separatie de la baza, lungd de 90
mm si plasata la 5 mm sub timbru.
La banderola tip |, marca cu efigia

are 4,5 mm deasupra §i 6 mm
dedesubt, in timp ce la banderola
tip Il aceste cote reprezinta dea-
supra 14 mm(!), respectiv 4 mm
dedesubt.

Semne de intrebare ridica si
numdrul banderolelor pe coald,
precum si dimensiunea acestor
coli. Majoritatea cercetdtorilor
sunt de acord cd aceasta emisiune
s-a tiparit pe coli de cate 18 ban-
derole. Conform lui Kiriak Dra-
gomir[2], considerand ldtimea
unei banderole de 38,4 mm (sau
39 mm), coala ar fi avut dimensiu-
nile de 420x670 mm. Din pacate,
socotelile nu sunt tocmai exacte,
intrucat 38,4x18=691,2 mm (si nu

colectie (Fig. 7 si Fig. 8) au latimea
de 38,5 mm (tip I) si 45 mm (tip 1),
de unde rezulta ca pentru a tipari
18 banderole ar fi fost necesara o
coala de minim 420x720 sau
420x810 mm.

EMISIUNEA a ll-a - 1 mai 1871

A doua emisiune de banderole
pentru ziare a fost pusa in circu-
latie pe data de 1 mai 1871.
Aparitia acesteia la numai sase luni
si jumatate dupd prima emisiune
(15 octombrie 1870) s-a impus cel
putin din doua motive:

a) datorita tiparului (negru) si
hartiei (verde-albastru sau verde-

gdlbui) ale primei emisiuni, peste
care se aplica stampila cu tus
negru, combinatie ce producea
obliterari postale putin lizibile;

b) necesitdtii precizdrii unitatii
monetare - BANI.

Astfel, aceasta a doua emisiune
de banderole are tiparul albastru
pe hartie galbena cu nuante gal-
ben-mustar (Fig. 12, tip 1) sau gal-
ben-lamaie (Fig. 13, tip Il). Efigia
Regelui Carol | priveste tot spre
stanga, dar este incadrata de o
graficd noud. Detaliile sunt urma-
toarele (Fig. 14 b): efigia regelui
(desen nou) este redatd in negativ
pe un disc, delimitat de o linie alba
(de fapt, tot in negativ), dupa care
desenul serpuit (ondulat) de la
prima emisiune este inlocuit cu
unul dintat, cu cate sase ,dinti”,
atat sus cat si jos; in stanga se afla
cuvantul POSTA, iar in dreapta cu-
vantul ROMANA; diametrul cercu-
lui, care cuprinde elementele
descrise pana aici, este de 19,5
mm. In cele patru colturi ale unui
patrat imaginar, in care se inscrie
cercul descris, se afla cate un
motiv floral.

schis pe latura de sus in dreptul
,dintilor” inferiori trei si patru, se
afla mentiunea DIARE PERIODICE.
Totul este inchis cu o linie subtire,
dimensiunile marcii fiind de 21x25
mm, deci mai mici (Fig. 14) decat
cele ale emisiunii | (22,7x27,8
mm). In sfarsit, trebuie mentionat
cd marca nu are un cadru supli-
mentar ca la prima emisiune.
Privind tiparul, realizat tot prin
procedeul litografic, trebuie spus
ca in mod clar se constata doua
tiraje distincte: cel pe hartie gal-
ben-mugtar este mult mai clar, iar
cel pe hartie galben-lamaie lasa
impresia unui tipar imbacsit, la
care efigia, literele si elementele
grafice apar evident ingrosate.
Avand in colectie mai multe
piese din aceasta emisiune, intre
care un straif de coald din hartie
galben-lamaie (tip Il, considerat
mai rar), care contine patru ban-
derole (Fig. 15), a fost mai usor de
stabilit /ungimea/ldtimea unei
banderole, acestea fiind 470x35
mm. De asemenea, s-au putut
semnala liniile de separatie, chiar
daca acestea nu sunt precis impri-
mate, continand intreruperi, une-
ori destul de mari; astfel, pe
straiful de coala ele sunt plasate in
partea stanga la 17 mm de la
margine si sunt in lungime de
maximum 40 mm, in toate cazu-
rile nedepasind marca, ppp
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aceasta fiind tiparita la 63 mm
(Fig. 15). Colile acestei emisiuni se
poate considera ca aveau dimen-
siunile de 470x630 mm si
contineau 18 banderole (35x18
bucati = 630 mm). In partea stanga
a colilor, pe verso, se afla o zona de
gumare sub forma de band3, lata
de circa 10 mm. Cotele de mai sus
corespund straifului de coala necir-
culat. Dar se observa variatii mari
privind lungimea unei banderole.
Astfel, lungimea unei banderole
poate fi 400 mm, 470 mm (Fig. 15)
sau 485 mm (Fig. 13), diferente
rezultate din tiraje diferite sau din
scurtarea de catre expeditor.

Si in privinta plasamentului
marcii se constata mari variatii.
Astfel, pe piesele pe care le
posed marca se afla pozitionata
intre 60 mm (64 mm la Fig. 15) si

mari variatii de lungime: de la 40
mm, retrase de la marginea din
stanga cu 22-25 mm pana la 71
mm, desfasurandu-se pe tot
spatiul dintre capul banderolei si
timbru (Fig. 13a).

straif de coala cu sapte bande-
role (colectia Emanoil Sdvoiu) pe
hartie galben-mustar (deci, tip 1)
se observa ca marca este tiparitd
la 53 mm, iar liniile de separatie
incep de la 12 mm si sunt lungi
de 40 mm, nedepdsind marca.

De mentionat ca David Gijirigu-
iann[9] a identificat 24 de tipuri de
iregularitati in desenul marcii,
cateva dintre acestea fiind prezen-
tate in Fig 16.

De semnalat existenta in Mu-
zeul National Filatelic a unei pietre
litografice, care prin desenele gra-
vate poate fi considerata pentru ti-

pare de probad. Astfel, se constata
prezenta a 10 capete de banderold
din emisiunea a ll-a, precum si mai
multe gravari ale valorilor de 10 si
50 BANI din emisiunea 1872 Carol
,Cu barba” (considerata defec-
tuoasa). Se cunosc foarte putine
date privind tirajul si cantitatea
livrata diverselor oficii postale. De
asemenea, privind perioada de
utilizare, datele cunoscute merg
doar pand in octombrie 1872,
cand s-au pus in circulatie marcile
adezive de 1% BANI din emisiunea
,Paris”, ceea ce inseamna un timp
relativ scurt de utilizare.

Wrappers for newspapers and periodicals (1870-1909)

- second part
Dumitru F. DUMITRU
FIRST ISSUE - October 15*, 1870

The first wrapper for newspa-
pers was put into circulation on
October 3/15%, 1870. The print is
black, being made by the S.
Sander&Comp. Lithography from
Bucharest. There are two types,
according to the paper being used:

- wrapper type | on yellowish -
green paper (Fig. 7);

- wrapper type Il on green -
blue paper ¥ (Fig. 8).

The design represents the ef-
figy of the King Carol I, with beard,
looking to the left (Fig. 9), negative
printed on a disc having a semicir-
cle in exterior on the upper side
with 13 pearls and on the lower
side with 12 pearls. Between the
two semicircles with pearls there is
the word POSTA in front of the ef-
figy, and behind, the word ROMA-
NIA, all put in a circle. The face
value 1% is written in the superior
corners, the word BANI missing.
The rest of the surface is com-
pleted with winding lines on nega-
tive (on three sides) and a grill
made of vertical lines. The effigy,
the wavy lateral lines and the grill
are closed in an almost perfect
square (the horizontal sides are of
19.5 mm, and the vertical ones, 19
mm), being delimitated by a thin
line. The superior cassette (with
the face value) and the inferior one
(where the legend DIARE PERI-
ODICE is) together with the square
described above are closed by a
thin line which is missing at the
upper side. The whole composition
has a frame made of thick - thin
line?, thus the final dimensions of
the stamp are 22.7x27.8 mm.

The length of the wrappers is of
418 mm for both types, the width
being different: 38.5 mm for type |
and 45 mm(?) for type II. The di-
mensions of the stamp are identi-
cal: 22.7x 27.8 mm, but at different
distances in the left side: at 78.5
mm (type 1) and 76.5 mm (type I1).
On the wrappers presented by the

Fig. 8a+b the separation lines are
not shown, but they appear on the
other items presented (Fig. 7 -
whole uncirculated wrapper and
Fig. 10 - parts of circulated wrap-
pers). According to their position,
the findings of Dumitru Passalega
are partially confirmed and those
of Kiriak Dragomir are totally con-
firmed, irrespective the placement
on the left side and the length of
100 mm do not exceed the
stamp®. Studying an item from the
collection of Dan N. Dobrescu (Fig.
11) it can be noticed the presence
of the separation line from the
base, of 90 mm length and placed
at 5 mm below the stamp. At the
wrapper of type |, the stamp with
the effigy has 4.5 mm above and 6
mm below, whilst at the wrapper
of type Il these dimensions repre-
sent 14 mm(!) above and 4 mm
below. Due to the very large di-
mension existing above the stamp
at the wrapper from the Fig. 8b - ir-
respective 14 mm, | consider this
one as being the first one in the

printing sheet, and that’s why the
separation line was not used.

The remarks of the re-
searchers Kiriak Dragomir[2] and
Dumitru Passalega[3] regarding a
wrapper - length/width 420x37
mm, and Dr. P. Voiculet-Lemeny
[5] 390x38,4 mm are slightly dif-
ferent comparing with my own
findings on the shown items -
418x38.5 mm (type I).

Question signs are raised also
by the number of the wrappers by
sheet and by the dimensions of
the sheets. The majority of the re-
searchers agreed that this issue
was printed in sheets of 18 wrap-
pers. According to Kiriak Dra-
gomir[2], considering the width of
a wrapper of 38.4 mm (or 39
mm), the sheet would have the di-
mensions of 420x670 mm). Unfor-
tunately, the counts are not very
exact, because 38.4x18=691.2
mm (and not 670 mm) or even
39x18=702 mm. The wrappers
from the collection (Fig. 7 and Fig.
8) are of 38.5 mm width p-p p

(type 1) and 45 mm (type Il) from
where it results that for printing
18 wrappers, a sheet of minimum
420x720 or 420x810 mm would
have been necessary. This aspect
would be clarified only studying a
strip of sheet with many wrap-
pers, allowing the distance be-
tween the printed stamps to be
settled and also the placement/
length of the separation lines.

THE SECOND ISSUE -
May 1%, 1871

The second issue of wrappers
for newspapers was put into cir-
culation on May 1%, 1871. This
issue, after only six months and a
half after the first issue (October
15, 1870), was demanded for
two reasons:

a) because of the print (black)
and of the paper (green-blue or
yellowish green) of the first issue
on which the postmark in black
China ink was applied, a combi-
nation making illegible postal
cancellations;

b) the need to specify the mon-
etary unit - BANL.

So, this second issue of wrap-
pers has blue print on yellow
paper with mustard-yellow nu-
ances (Fig. 12, type 1) or lemon -
yellow (Fig. 13, type Il). The effigy
of King Carol | is also looking on
the left side, but is framed by a
new graphics. The details are the
following (Fig. 14 b): the king’s ef-
figy (new drawing) is reproduced
in negative on a disc, separated
by a white line (in fact in negative
also), and the wavy the design
from the first issue is replaced by
a serrated one, with six “dents”,
up and down also; on the left side
there is the word POSTA, and on
the right side the word ROMA-
NIA; the diameter of the circle
which comprises all the elements
already described, is of 19.5 mm.
In each of the four corners of an
imaginary square where the de-
scribed circle could be inscribed
there is a floral motif. In the supe-
rior corners, in a screen with
round corners it’s mentioned the
value of 1%; between the two
screens it’s the mention BANIin a

quadrangle with round corners
also but with the line from the
base opened towards the supe-
rior dents no. three and four. At

the background of the designin a
screen without round corners,
opened on the upper line towards
the inferior dents no.ppp
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three and four there is the men-
tion DIARE PERIODICE (periodi-
cals). All is closed by a thin line,
the dimensions of the stamp
being of 21x25 mm, so that less
(Fig. 14) than of the first issue
(22.7x27.8 mm). Finally we had to
mention that the stamp does not
have a supplementary frame as
the first issue.

As what regards the print, real-
ized also by lithographic process,
we must clearly say that there are
two distinctive run printings: one
on mustard-yellow paper which is
brighter, and one on lemon-yellow
paper which make the impression
of a clogged print, where the effigy,

the letters and the graphic ele-
ments are more thickened. Having
from this issue many items in my
collection, even a strip from a
sheet of lemon-yellow color (type
II, considered rare) which have four
wrappers (Fig. 15) it was easier to
ascertain the length/width of a
wrapper, those being 470x35 mm.
It was also possible to see the sep-
aration lines, even they are not
clearly printed and have breaks,
sometimes sizable, so on the strip
of the sheet they are placed on the
left side at 17 mm from the margin
and their length is of maximum 40
mm, in all cases without exceeding
the stamp, this one being printed

at 63 mm (Fig. 15). We may con-
sider that the sheets of this issue
were of 470x630 mm and had 18
wrappers (35x18 pieces=630
mm). At the left side of the
sheets, on the reverse, there is a
gumming zone like a ribbon, of
about 10 mm width. The above
mentioned dimensions corre-
spond to the uncirculated strip of
sheet. But big differences regard-
ing the length of a wrapper are
noticed. So, the length of a wrap-
per could be 400 mm, 470 mm
(Fig. 15) or 485 mm (Fig. 13), cer-
tainly different run printings.
Regarding the placement of
the stamp there are big pp

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differences. So, on the items |
own, the stamp is placed between
60 mm (64 mm at Fig. 15) and 71
mm (Fig. 13). Referring to the sep-
aration lines there are also big dif-
ferences of length: from 40 mm,
at a distance of 22-25 mm far
from the left margin up to 71 mm
all over the space between the
head of the wrapper and the
stamp (Fig. 13a).

Studying a strip of sheet of
seven wrappers (Emanoil Savoiu
collection) on mustard-yellow
paper (so that type I) we see that
the stamp is printed at 53 mm, the
separation line begins at 12 mm
and are of 40 mm length, without
exceeding the stamp.

It must be mentioned that Da-
vid Gijiriguiann[9] identified 24 ty-
